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Title of the activity: Grammar practice and revision / Gerund and infinitive
Type of activity: individual 

Focus: to practice the use of  gerund and infinitive

Level: pre–intermediate (B1) , intermediate (B2)

Time: 15 - 20  minutes

Preparation: 

1. Photocopy the test and the table with verbs
